It is very
important that you take your new puppy o your vet within 722 hours

of picking up your puppy For a cecond well puppy check up by your vet.

Your puppy hac been wormed 3-4 times prior to going home. Pleace fake your puppiec health records

that we will provide you to your vet for their review.

Your puppy has also received his/her firct vaccination. Again, please take your Puppies health
records with you when you g0 to your vet for the first time. Your vet will Instruct you on the proper
vaceination protocol & will book a follow up apt.

Your puppy has been microchipped with an AKC Reunite microchip. It ic very Important to regicter
you as the owner of the puppy in the vafortunate event that your dog chould come up miccing. Here
ic a link to register your microchip. Please make cure thic ic one of the firct things you do once you

take your puppy home.
All vegistered dogs have an everyday call name and alco a fancy registered name.

We usvally have litter themes when naming the puppies with their regictered names. This (itterc
theme ic congs... what ic your favorite cong? The name will begin with Moonlit Acres and then the
name of the cong. I have a girl that we just did this with Her quardian fomily wanted to name her
Lols... T was having a very difficult time figuring Qut a name for her. Ended up with Moonlit Acree

Have fun and (et me know what you come up with co I can add it to the regictration Paperwork for
the ALAA & the WALA if you would like or they can keep their corrent name.

What you feed your puppy — dog will directly impact



the (ongevity of your dog
ac well as the quality of life your dog experiences in his/her [ifetime. Make
sure you feed a high quality,
Food!

Follow the Family page - nutritional/food links to make cure you order the correct food for your
PUPPy-

Alwaye be sure to conk the dry kibble with warm water. Dry kibble can cauce choking & bloat! e
recently had a Golden Retriever puppy that went home at § weeks. By 9 weeks of age he weighed
20+ pounds. [Hic family was using dry kibble for training treats. He choked on a kibble and died in

their lving room. PLEASE uce training treats for training and add water to moisten your dog'e
kibble.

Your puppies bone development hag been checked by a vet and Pat Hastings. We've dowe a ton of
research regarding food. We've found two kibbles that we like that all of our doge ceem to do well
on. PLEASE do not switch foods on your dog if they are doing fine. Switching to a different food
and poceibly feeding comething that your puppy will not do ac well with can cause a dicruption in
the growth plates.

IF & puppy receives improper nutrition for a week it ic the came as 3 months for a toddler.

To help with potly training we stop feeding at 5 PM and toke water away after 7 pm.

Supplementation Is Important! I give all of my doge NuVet Vitamine daily.
Puppies have immune deficienciec and NoVet wafers help booct immune. You
can order them off of our Website or you can call 800-924-2044 and qive
Them our code ID# 443890 they will give you our Discounted pricing. IF you

opt 1o get on an auto- Ship you will receive a discounted price.



I also give all of my puppiec Nu-Joint Plue. It has buffered vitamin C and
other cupplements that aide in proper bone development. I would NEVER
raise a Golden Retriever without /\/c(]oint Plus. This product has had o huge

impact on our Goldens and their development.
Both NuVet and Nyjoint are flavored wafere that the doge love!

Nu- et waters are available in o powder format which ic a little easier to

give them

when they are puppies. Ac adults if any of our doge hear the Mo-lfet vitamin
bottle they all come running! Mu-Joint is not available in powder form at this
time. Just coak it for the first month in their kibble. (ater you can break it

into four pieces and vce it as training treats.
T would like to emphacize the importance of a few different Things with (abradoodles.
(abradoodles if allowed can be barky. I highly recommend having a mat

by the front door about §-10"from the front door co that when comeone comes to the
door you can have your puppy sit at the door while the door ic Answered in a safe and

pleasant fachion.
Grooming.... Continve to work with you puppy as coon ag you
Get them home. You chould be trimming their nails once a week.

We do naile around here every Monday. I would get a pair of scissors And trim around
their eyes from the beginning... just get them uced

To being worked with. Get the blow dryer ovt and work with them



On a regular bagis. I would recommend doing research now to
Find your future groomer. You want a groomer that is qong fo take
Their time with your puppy. I would recommend after theyve had
Their cecond chot to find comeone who will book you for first thing

In the morning before theyve allowed anyone elce into the grooming Place and get
them to start getting your pup adjusted to the grooming Table. Doodles have to have
their ear hair pulled, they need brushed Reqularly. The more you do with them at home

the eacier it will
Be on your puppy and the groomer. But finding the RIGHT groomer
Will make all the difference in the world. The groomers ic a very

Seary place for your puppy. Find comeone that will ctart clowly with them. On our
webcite there is a tab for let’c go shopping. You will find

A brush and a comb on there. These two items are all you will ever need And are by
Far the best bruches that I have found. I would recommend Getting them right away
and using them every other day.

Additionally, keeping your puppies bum hair trimmed chort will help!/l!
IF their bum hair is too long poo will get cavght in there and you will
Find your puppy scooting acrocs the floor dragging his/her bum trying

To get the left overs off. Just trim it up... while you are down there Make cure to trim
the hair arovnd the private areas. Keeping things down

Their nice and tidy will help eliminate (/TT%.

Another item that will have a long term effect on your doge overall health ic exercise. Just fike
humang doge NEED proper exercise for mental and physical balance.

In the beginning.... Have play time fetching. Tt is very important to play fetch with your puppy.
Your puppy is a retriever! He/che chouvld be fefching and bringing the toy back to you. Get some
coft HEALTHY treate for rewards. (ife’c Abundance has a coft chewy treat that is great for
training rewards and they are healthy too! So many dog treats have qarbage in them! (e healthy,
soft treats fo work with your puppy. Crunchy, hard treatc take too long for the puppiec to chew up
and moct the time they are trying to get the crumbe inctead of paying attention to you to cee



what you want to do next. Please MNEVER feed wylabones. o to Youtube and see how /Vy/aboues’

are made. The are dangerous for our doge and toxic at bect.

It ic wot advicable to use a Chuckit... it will cause your puppy to run too fast/tos far... not good for
their hips. You want your puppy free running and having fun

Just wot going the dictance that thic will take your puppy.

Please reframe from running with your puppy until their growth
plates are done... usually age two. Proper exercice and proper

weight management will encure a healthier, longer life and play &

or exercise is time for bonding with your pup. Enjoy!

Spend the time and work with your puppy... take the time to

develop their minds you will have a. happy dog that ic bonded with yov.

Puppies chould not be exercicing a lot. Rule of thumb ic 5 minutes of exercise for every month old
that they are.

Puppies have tiny, charp teeth that have a tendency to like to chew! Make sure you have plenty of
chew toye and good options for them. Kong carries a great line of toys that will keep your pup
entertained for hours and will alco make them think. Do not allow your pup to chew on furniture or
your kids ankles. | Puppies need boundariec the quicker you set them the quicker you will cuccesctully
make it through the puppy stage!

Recently one of my puppiec that went home ate a sock.

Actually 2 cocke. The family had tied two socks together for a chew toy. (dont do that
in the first please)

Well the dog ate it after playing with it for a couple of hours.

They ook the pup fo the local vet and then called me when they found ovt What had
happened. Their vet wanted $72300 to do surgery to remove it.

I cent them to Dr. Weber in Mewberg. He did surgery and kept him overnight And the
entire bill was right around $2000. So, if you ever need a vet for Diaguoctic purpoces
and or curgery. Dr. Weber at MNewberg et Hospital ic Awesome and will go up and
beyond! Just tell him you have a Dana dog.

They offer 24/7 care. I you ever need help getting a hold of a vet in the middle OF the
night pleace call me! I have my vete cell numbers and will have you

In touch with a vet in minutes.

Potty Training & Crate Training:

Whenever, I am potty training a new puppy I always start with an enclosed

kennel.

Ueually from about 6 — & weeks the puppies are sleeping through the night without
mom. Mind you, they have their [ittermates to keep them company but they vsually g0
to bed about 7 pm and get up arovnd 7 am. They moct likely are not going to do thic



with you as you will not have them sleeping on shavings. If you have them in a kennel I
would take them potty right before you qo to cleep for the night. For the firet couple of
weeks you may have to get up and let them out at night to o potty. If they wake up
erying To 90 out, take them potty and put them right back in the crate and praice

them. You can even have potty treats.

Your puppy will 9o potty and or poo within MINUTES of eating.

Feed your puppy, pick them vp and take them ouvtcide. If possible

Take them to the same ovtside door every time when taking them
Potty. Take them outcide as coon as they start to walk away from
their food dich. If you have a decignated area that you would like your

pup 1o 9o potty/poo... take them their EVERY time. They are cmart and will catch on
very 7w‘cé/y./

By the time my pups turn 6 months I usually change their kennel fo a wire Kennel and
put them with the others when it ic time for kenneling. Or they In my bathroom with
the big dogs.

I think it makes the puppy feel safer. I alco afwayc have a toy or t-chirt that the pups
mom has played with or worn. The smell will comfort your puppy. The kennel quickly
becomes a safe place that your pup will feel comfortable in. It'c not a place to put
them when you are upset with them... It neede to be a cafe place to keep them when
you cant watch them or for bed time. I alwaye have the puppies right next to my bed.

They need to know you are cloce by.



Obedience training and socialization: Iim a FIRM believer in puppy cocialization and
obedience training. Your puppy will have his/hers first round of shots before they feave our
home. Keep vp on the shote at the required timee and get your puppies enrolled in puppies
clasces! The social development ic SO important ecpecially if you have an “only” pup. Ensuring
that you have a well trained puppy will equate to a long lacting bond with you and your
grown dog. If you are lscal to our area Man'c Best Friend in Battle Ground does an excellent
Job in puppy trainingl!

All of sur puppies are adopted on a spay and neuter contract. Many breedere de-cex their puppies
at 6 weeks of age. I do Not believe this ic good for the puppiec/dog longevity. T have Been able to
negotiate with the ctud owners of the dogs that We have veed to be able to have a cpay and
neuter contract. At thic time all of our puppies that leave our home must be De-cexed by 6 months

of age. Please have your vet email
Ue verification of de-cexing not later than 6 months of age as

I am required to forward these notifications fo the ctud owner.

DISEASES? Vou popprec are not fully immunized when you fake them home!
AL the time your puppy 90es home with you it will have re- ceived its first

vound of vaccinalions. farve ic a deadly threat 7o your pup and ic one of
many things That can be deadly. Do not fake

your puppy Lo the dog park pet store or anywhere efce in public until your
pUpLY IS /Z///y vaccinated!

When you Lake your puppy 7o the vet for your first exam PLEASE carry Vour
puppy (n your armgs info the vets office. Do not fet people

Come op and pet your puppy. Do not pot your poppy on the ground. The vers
office /s one of the most deadly places you can fake your Un-vaccinated puppy!

Your poppy should mot set (ool in public on the ground anywhere. Your
backyard ic the only place yoar puppy should be set on the Ground.



Jhere are germs that will Kl your poppy before you will even know Anylhing
/¢ really wrong!
